Mixed is recycled into various paper products, including layers in cereal boxes, tissue paper, etc.

Paper alone accounts for approximately 40% of the municipal waste 
stream and this program can assist you in recycling most of that material.  
Through the NRRA, our vendor will place an open-top container at your 
facility for the collection of mixed paper for recycling!

Newspaper, Office Paper, Computer Paper, Fax Paper, Telephone Books, Soft 
Cover Books, Posters, Magazines, White/Colored Paper, Manila Folders, Enve-
lopes, Junk Mail, Chipboard (i.e., cereal/shoe/gift boxes), Egg Cartons, Brown 
Paper Bags, Corrugated Cardboard, Hard Cover books (with covers removed), 
School Paper (i.e., ruled/construction paper)

Unacceptable Materials

Tyvek Envelopes, Gift Wrap, Blue Print Paper, Plastic Bags, Food Contami-
nated Paper Products (i.e., paper plates/napkins), Waxed Paper, Carbon Paper, 
Aseptic Packages (i.e., drink cartons)
