“This revenue offset more than 70% 
of the operating budget, and as 
Scott quickly points out, the averted 
cost of landƌlling this tonnage far 
exceeds our operating costs,” she 
wrote.  ŬThe closed landƌll behind 
the recycling center is a constant 
reminder of how very expensive a 
landƌll operation can be and how 
important for the future Scott’s basic 
philosophy is:  reduce, reuse and 
recycle.”

Commingled Containers
The NRRA commingled container 
program through Empire Recy-
cling now includes plastics #1 - #7 
(household plastics only - no toys, 
lawn furniture, etc.), aluminum cans, 
steel cans and glass jars and bottles 
ONLY.  Current Revenue to Mem-
bers: $20/ton.   

- UPDATE -

PGA Program
PGA (Processed Glass Aggregate): 
The PGA program is alive and well 
with seven sites available to mem-
bers to drop off their mixed glass 
(jars & bottles, ceramics, window 
glass, etc.) and NRRA will send a 
mobile crusher to these sites to grind 
glass into a useable aggregate.  Sites 
are: ERRCO, Goffstown, Keene, 
Littleton, Hopkinton, New London 
& Ossipee. Current Cost to Mem-
bers: $15/ton delivered.

- NEW PROGRAM -

We Need Your Cooking Oil!
We’ll use your cooking oil to fuel 
our members cars!  With soaring 
gas prices, cooking oil has become 
a great alternative.  Call member 
services at 736-4401 and arrange 
pick-up of your cooking oil.

- UPDATE -

Marine Boat Shrinkwrap 
Since 2006, NRRA and NH Marine 
Trades Association have worked 
together with 19 NH Marinas to 
recycle marine shrinkwrap.  In May 
and June of 2008, 39,200 pounds or 
19.6 tons of shrinkwrap bundles 
were collected by Bestway Disposal 
of Belmont, NH.  HSBC Bank sent 
volunteers to help with one day 
of the pickups. The shrinkwrap 
was baled and marketed by Waste 
Management in Rochester, NH.  A 
grand total of 98,240 lbs.or 49.12 tons 
of marine shrinkwrap has been kept 
out of the waste stream and recycled 
over the last three years!!!

This award is given annually to an in-
dividual who, like Sami Izzo, combines 
the qualities of commitment, creativity, 
leadership, enthusiasm and ƍexibility 
in developing and sustaining an envi-
ronmentally and ƌnancially sound solid 
waste management program. 

Sami was a high energy, multi-talented 
individual who was known for her con-
tributions in the world of waste reduc-
tion and recycling. She passed away at 
an early age on February 4, 2001.

Bradford’s enthusiasm and commitment 
to recycling can be seen throughout the 
center.

“ He has spent many hours landscaping 
and planting ƍowers at the center, using 
materials from the center’s operation, 
from donations, and over 2,000 daffodil 
bulbs from NH the Beautiful,” Brenner 
said.  “It is truly a visual feast around 
the center during the growing season.  
… The Peterborough Garden Club has 
even added the Recycling Center to their 
summer tour!”

Scott Bradford stated that recycling in 
Peterborough is “a team effort” and 
credits the transfer station staff, resi-
dents and administration for this award 
and recycling success.

With a lot of singing and dancing, 
the Winni-Playhouse spread ex-

citement about recycling to elementary 
students throughout the state.  Fifteen 
New Hampshire schools had the honor 
of seeing this top-notch musical that en-
couraged youngsters to sing along with 
the catchy tunes.

“The RecyclaBulls: Commenda Bull’s 
Club” was presented by The School Re-
cycling CLUB and The Winnipesaukee 
Playhouse in association with the NH 
Department of Environmental Services. 
This was the ƌrst of four shows in the se-
ries that all deal with different aspects of 
environmental education. All involved 
were extremely excited about having the 
play at their school.

 The show introduces basic concepts 
of environmental education and offers 
some simple suggestions that even the 

youngest recycler can try at home. 
“Commenda Bull’s Club” was origi-
nally produced as part of the 2006 
Winni-Playhouse Children’s Summer 
Series.  The play was also featured at 
the 2008 NRRA Conference.
